We have partnered with Sacramento Retreat Center to provide our equestrian program.

Our cam!oerg will be shuttled to Sacramento Retreat Center
to enjoy [~/2 hour trail rides. They provide a year round
equestrian program and have dedicated staff that wil ride with
our campers and their coungelor. We believe thig wil give a
new experience for returning campers and new campere will
get to enjoy the trail rides for the first time.

Sacramento’s (philosophg mirrorg our own which ig gimple.
They teach cate horsemanship from the ground up and are
dedicated to helping our riderg reach their goals in a gafe
and structured environment. Whether you're an experienced
horgeman or a beginner, Sacramento’s horge program hag
gomething to offer to all riders.

Units: Each unit of campers hag their own cluster of rustic
“Adirondack” cabing which gleep 4-5 girle each. Sleeping
in thege cabing, without electricity or plumbing and with a
half-open front wall, feels like gleeping in a tree-houge. Every
unit aleo hag their own latrine and outdoor campfire area.

Flag Ceremony: Continuing the tradition from when CMW
wag a Girl Seout camp, we gtart and end every day with a
flag ceremony. Thig i a meaningful way for ug fo gather
together ag a whole camp, and every camper will have the
opportunity to help design and participate in a ceremony.

Meals: We eat our meals together in our main lodge
(Ingham Hall, which wag buitt in 1928.) Our git-down
“amily-style” meale are great timeg for girle 1o get to know
staff and campere from other unite and 1o chat and laugh
with each other. After each meal, the campers all work
together o clean up - ofen waghing dighes while ginging
camp gongs fogether!

Singing Trees: Before and after every meal, campers
gather under the Ponderoga Pineg o ging together. Our
camp gonge range from gilly songe with hand motiong and
danceg to beautitul melodies. These songe become the
soundtrack for our camp life and are often sung while doing
other activities and will almogt certainly accompany familie
on the drive home from camp!

Horseback Riding: Under the supervigion of our
experienced riding sfaff our campers first learn about gafely
interacting with horees, grooming, gaddling, and leading the
horees. Campers then learn bagic riding skille, and ag they
accomplich thege ckill, they are able to add more advanced
gkille and techniques.

Arts and Crafts: Campers exprese their creativity

with projecte uging thinge found in the natural foregt
environment, leather, and a wide variety of craft materiale.
There i¢ a blend of guided projects and independent
“maker’s gpace” type activities.

Outdoors Skills: Our oamlo’g location, negtled in

the beautiful Lincoln National Foregt, gives ug many
opportunities for outdoor activities. Campers learn nature,
outdoor gafety, and camperaft skille while hiking and
going on overnight tent-camping tripg (pending forest
conditiong),. Encouraging our carmpers to feel comforiable
in and appreciate the outdoors ie a main focug of our
camp programming.

Most of our activities take place outeide in the natural
environment. Campere wake to the mountain air and
aunshine coming into their cabing, and return to their
unite at night under the blanket of a etar-filled sky.

Archery: Using equipment approved by the National
Archery in Schoole program, campers learn bagic archery
eafety and target ekille. Ag their gkill level increages, they
are able fo practice with engaging archery challenges.

Special Programming: Each summer, we offer gpecial
programming 1o add fo the camp experience. [n the

past, thic hag been presentations from professional
agtronomerg, nature hikes with experiences naturaliste, and
vigite from Rangers from the Lincoln National Foregt.
